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Our Future: new arrangements for CSIP

From 1 April this year, CSIP became jointly commissioned by the Department of Health and the NHS Strategic Health Authorities. The new arrangements mean that CSIP is a partnership of four national programmes delivered through eight Regional Development Centres (RDCs). 

The four national improvement programmes are – 

· the National Institute for Mental Health in England (NIMHE), 

· the Social Care Programmes, 

· Children and Families, and 

· Health Offender Partnerships

There is now clearer accountability: each RDC is hosted by its SHA and is accountable to it on a day to day basis. The RDCs also have an accountability to the Director of the new National Support Office for work commissioned centrally by the Department of Health. 

There will be maximum devolution of funds to individual RDCs to help implement Social care policy and the objectives of the DH Regional Presence Programme and in supporting the new Deputy Regional Directors for Social Care and Care Partnerships in Government Offices.

Telecare Research in the West Midlands

The West Midlands ADASS/CSIP Regional Telecare Network has recently commissioned research by Health Services Management Centre (HSMC) at Birmingham University to draw together the evidence available for the benefits of medicine reminder and dispenser systems and indications for their use. This has been funded by the NHS Workforce Deanery and the major pharmacies are involved.
Telecare offers choice and flexibility of service provision, from familiar community alarm services that provide an emergency response and sensors that monitor and support daily living, through to more sophisticated solutions capable of monitoring vital signs and enabling individuals with long-term health conditions to remain at home. 

The research is being undertaken during April and will be launched at a regional workshop in May 2008.
