· Staffordshire - new pharmacy system in place, Lloyds are the provider. Some changes will be made to the healthcare team; to be confirmed

· SC - training for nursing staff - numbers are dropping across the spectrum for training in ACCT Sharon happy to provide training if required

· Birmingham - 43% vacancy - tender still going out - struggling to fulfil 1st night criteria in IDTS i.e.; prescribing. Core day reduction impacting on access to healthcare appointments - issues around he transfer of prisoners and the criteria for transferring. Helen doing some work around this

· Long Lartin - trialling beating the blues cbt - cbt will prescribed for all those wishing to access certain prescribing regimes and available in the library

It was agreed that the timescales and venue of future meetings should remain the same however the group are keen to have specific outcomes and perhaps small projects to contend with (this would link into the Prison Leadership Meeting).
