When Time Collapses

On good days, Martin’s Mum Audrey,
thinks that Martin’s just a normal
teenager: He sleeps all the time; his
room stinks; he turns his music up loud
and leaves his clothes on the floor. All
typical behaviour when you're nearly 18
years old. And their GP reassures her
that it is normal — and that anti-
depressants would help to shake off the
mild depression she diagnoses.

But at other times, Audrey'’s not so sure.
Martin has started acting very strangely
towards his father whom he refers to as
“The Devil”. And when she listens at his
door — which she knows she shouldn’t do
— she hears him talking to imaginary
people about scary things like toxins and
terrorism.

Martin is, in fact, experiencing early
symptoms of schizophrenia — and
without any help from outside — family life
goes from bad to worse.

The Workshop

When Time Collapses looks at the
worst case scenario for Martin and the
workshop explores the question — Does
it always have to be like this?

The workshop can be tailored to the
requirements of the booking
organisation, to explore what you would
find most useful. We can explore
alternative professional responses to
those represented in the play — and the
actors will remain in role — so you can
experience immediately the difference
that other approaches can make. We
can adjust the workshop focus
