4 Brief description of the work 



The Rugeley 4-2-11s service is an integrated multi-agency team working together to improve the emotional well-being of all children attending Rugeley primary schools (13 schools).  Health, Education and Social Services are all represented on the team and steering group.  We offer an early intervention service for children and families with first appointments usually being at home and followed up with further visits at home or at school (individual or group) as appropriate.   Local professionals can also contact the team for consultation and training so that capacity is strengthened at the primary care level.



The service is the result of a joint commissioning process.  It is our experience that working as a co-located and integrated team has led to significant ‘collaborative advantage’ in that the wide range of skills, knowledge and different agency contexts we draw on as a team significantly benefits those in contact with the service.  Formal outcome evaluation is at an early stage but informal feedback from the schools has been overwhelmingly positive stressing the accessibility and responsiveness of the service.
